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Welcome to the J oomla Mu lt i Sites’ wor ld. This user  manual descr ibes the “Mu lt i 
Menu Item for  JMS” nat ive 1.5 Joomla component.  
 
“Mu lt i Sites Menu Item” is a component that  allow creat ing a menu from a website 
that  is associated to another  menu item in another  website. 
With “Mu lt i Sites Menu Item”, you  can for  example have a corporate website that  
have menu entr ies that  correspond to specific slave site menu entr ies. This allow 
you  to redirect  the user  to the corresponding sub-site l ike if the user  has clicked 
on th is specific sub-site menu item. 
The referenced menu item can be modified withou t  affect ing the “Mu lt i Sites Menu 
Item” entry as th is component retreive each t ime the current  menu item defin it ion 
of the target  website. 
 
This component requ ire “Joomla Mu lt i Sites” version 1.1.5 or  h igher  to get  the 
slave site defin it ion and their  configu rat ion. 
 
The “Mu lt i Sites Menu Item” defin it ion consist  in  select ing a slave site with its “Site 
ID” and next  select  the target  menu item of th is slave site. 
“Mu lt i Sites Menu Item” will create you  a new entry in your  cu rrent  website that  
wil l redirect  the user  to the corresponding target . 
“Mu lt i Sites Menu Item” uses the first  domain name defined in JMS that  
correspond to the “Site ID” and rebu ilt  dynamically the real URL based on current  
menu defin it ion. 
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Joomla 1.5 provides a very simple installat ion inter face. 
The installat ion consists of set t ing the “Mu lt i Sites Menu Item for  JMS” Zip fi le into 
the package field (as shown below). 
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When the installat ion is complete, you  are invited to register  the applicat ion, 
although th is is not  mandatory. If you  decline to register , the applicat ion will work  
per fect ly. 
 

 
 
 
When the registrat ion is completed, you  are redirected to the administrat ion of the 
component. 
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Normally, “Joomla Mu lt i Sites Menu Item” does not  really request  
administrat ion. 
There are very few opt ion as il lustrated below.

This allow to define the master  domain name that  must be used when you  
select  the site “master”. 
This parameter  is requ ired because Joomla Mu lt i Sites does not  know the 
domain name that  is used to manage the master  website. 
By defin it ion, a master  domain is a domain that  is not  defined in Joomla 
Mu lt i Sites (Not in the site that  are managed).

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The abou t menu displays the version of the extension and possibly shows you  
a registrat ion bu t ton when you  have not  yet  registered the component. 
The registrat ion is a mechanism that  we use to determine if the user  has paid 
a fee for  the download of th is product . 
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As explained in the introduct ion, “Mu lt i Sites Menu” create a br idge between 
the current  website and another  menu item located into another  website. 
This allow you  create a k ind of menu shar ing. 
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When you  create a “Mu lt i Sites Menu Item”, you  have to select  the “Site” that  
correspond to the list  of websites defined in Joomla Mu lt i Sites and next  you  
have to select  the menu item in th is website where the user  you  must be 
redirected. 
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The current  component uses the standard Joomla language mechanism to 
display most of the messages.
